. How Does Your Costume Fit: As costumes arrive, keep in mind that costumes are not




individually tailored and may not fit absolutely perfectly every body. If your

dancer’s costume has pants, chances are that you’'ll probably need to take up the hem,
because all dance pants are extra long (a too-long pant can be fixed, wheoesisort

pant is a real problem). If your dancer is bigger around the waist, she requires a bigge
(thus longer) costume which might be too long. If your dancer is thin, but longer in the
body, she requires a longer (thus bigger) costume, which may be too big around.
